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LAP QUILTS FOR VETERANS
Feb 26th

We have reserved the Extension Office for Sat, Feb 26th to assemble and finish lap quilts that will be

donated to the local VA hospital. The quilts cannot exceed 45" X 45". We have some patriotic blocks that
can be used but please feel free to do your own thing. They do not have to be patriotic. Remember we do
have female veterans as well. Mark this date on your calendar so that you are prepared to participate in

this community project. Many of us have or have had family members serving in the Armed Forces and would
be proud to have our Veteran provided with a beautiful lap quilt.

Here are a couple of ideas if you want to make one/some/many at home prior to the workshop.

Using 4, 12 - 1/2 inch unfinished blocks, sash with 3 - 1/2 inch unfinished strips and border with 3 -1/2 inch
unfinished strips and border again with 6 - 1/2 inch unfinished strips. That would total 45 inches finished.

Using 9, 12 - 1/2 inch unfinished blocks, sew them together in 3 rows of 3 without sashing and
add a 5 inch unfinished border. That would total 45 inches finished.

Of course you can come up with your own ideas also. We hope to see lots of participation on this project.

Crisscross Apple Crowns
Teresa Morris - Laurel, Delaware

1-1/3 cups chopped peeled tart apples 1/3 cup chopped walnuts

1/3 cup raisins 1/2 cup sugar, divided
2 Thsp all purpose flour 2 tsp ground cinnamon, divided
Dash of salt 2 tsp butter, melted

1 pkg (17.3 0z) large refrigerated flaky biscuits

1. Inalarge microwawsafe bowl, combine the apples, walnuts, raisins, 3
tablespoons sugar, flour, 3/4 teaspoon cinnamon and salt. Microvaawarites
or until almost tender.

2. Flatten each biscuit into aiBich circle. Combine the remaining sugar and
cinnamon; sprinkle a rounded teaspoonful of sugar mixture over each. Top eachwith
We are still continuing to collect [ 1/4 cup mixture; pinch edges to seal.

3. Place seam side down in ungreased muffin cups. Brush tops with butter;
sprinkle with remaining sugar mixture. With a sharp knife, cut an X in the top of
each.

4. Bake at 350 degrees for-28 minutes or until golden brown. Cool for 5
minutes before removing from pan to a wire rack.
