(Judy Cox, pg 76) 

 

1 pkg Rick’s frozen dinner rolls             1/4 cup sugar 

1 cup brown sugar                                  1 tsp cinnamon 

1/2 cup chopped pecans                         1 stick margarine 

1 pkg butterscotch pudding (not instant) 

 

Grease and flour bundt pan.  Sprinkle pecans in the bottom.  Lay frozen 

dinner rolls on top.  Mix together remaining ingredients except marga-

rine.  Pour mixed dry ingredients over rolls.  Melt butter and pour over 

top.  Set this in a microwave oven overnight or for 8 hours.   

Bake at 350 degrees for 30 minutes.  Cool 5 minutes and invert on plate.
